Course Textbook:

7th grade mathematics students will be working out of the Prentice Hall’s Course 2 textbook.  The students will each receive one Course 2 textbook and access to the book on-line.   All textbooks must be covered with a brown paper bag.
Supplies Needed:
a. Binder (the one for all classes)—with red folder, red notebook, loose-leaf paper, pencil pouch

b. Graph paper (turn in to teacher)

c. Correcting Pen
d. Pencils—(LOTS!!)
e. Whiteboard markers
f. Calculator—scientific.  Graphing calculators (TI-84+) are optional.
Classroom Expectations – Taken directly from the IGHMS Behavior Matrix
Students will:

1. Be Respectful
2. Be Responsible
3. Be Safe

Calculator use:
Students will not be allowed to use electronic devices as calculators in class.
Homework:
Homework will be assigned daily.  Questions will be answered at the beginning of each class and graded on completion.  Homework assignments can be used to help students during quizzes and studying for tests.  Late work will be docked 10% of earned score.
Late work will be accepted until 5 school days before the end of the trimester.  However, we encourage students to complete homework on time and not later than the test for that unit.  This is due to the progression of our curriculum.   Work from an absence is not considered late.  
Notes:

We expect students to take home their notes every day.  Parents, please make sure your student has their notes, that they are legible, and complete.  If not, please encourage them to do a better job as the notes are meant to be a tool to assist with understanding the mathematical concepts.  In addition to being able to use notes on quizzes, students will receive a grade on their notes/classwork at the end of each chapter/unit.  No homework should be thrown away or recycled until that grade is recorded in the grade book.  Students should save all notes for the end of the year assessment.
Absences:

If a student is absent from class, it is THE STUDENT’S 
responsibility to get the assignment and notes.  Special arrangements will need to be made to make up a missed test or quiz.  The student will have two days to turn in work for every one day he or she is absent.  

Tardies:

A student will be marked tardy if not in their seat when the bell rings.  On the fourth tardy the teacher will contact home.  On the 5th tardy the student will receive detention.  Students will receive a detention for every subsequent tardy. 

Grading:

Students will receive a grade each trimester and progress reports will be given throughout the year.  Use School View for access to the most current grade.  Grades will be entered multiple times each week for assignments that are turned in on time.  Absent and late work will get entered as time allows.  If there is a question as to whether or not something was turned in please email me and I will be happy to check for you.

Points of Interest:
To help build student mastery of skills we encourage students to learn from their mistakes.  Students may make corrections to both quizzes and tests.   

Quizzes:  Students will be given 1 opportunity to retake a quiz.  The student will need to show evidence of 

studying or additional practice before they retake their quiz.  Retakes may be made before school or after school by appointment.  All quiz retakes must be completed at least 5 days before the end of the trimester.

Tests:  
Students earning below 80% on unit tests may take 1 retake test.  The student will need to show evidence of studying or additional practice before they retake their test.  Retakes may be made before school or after school by appointment.  Tests will not go home.  Students can earn back points for a maximum score of 80% on a retake test.  All test retakes must be completed at least 5 school days before the end of the trimester.
